Class Overview: Welcome to the classroom portion of Driver Education at AAA Minneapolis. Over the next ten class days you will learn about driving in the State of Minnesota, its privileges and responsibilities. Our study will center on a driver’s ability to manage and alter risk when driving. By the end of class you will be able to:
· Use new vision skills to search for and identify potential driving risks

· Predict and make informed judgments about the amount of space and time a vehicle needs to implement best practice driving habits in a variety of driving situations
· Make informed decisions about the application of driving laws, vehicle care and ownership, and the risks of inattentive driving
· Explain your responsibilities as a driver - to yourself, your passengers and other roadway users

Classes: Our driving school is organized into ten 3-hour sessions. Each session divided into three 1-hour classes. You will receive a break between each class.
Attendance: The State of Minnesota requires students to attend 30 hours of Classroom Driver Education and be enrolled in Behind the Wheel Training before receiving their Blue Card. If you arrive late or leave early you will not receive credit for that day’s class and are required to make that class up at a future date.  
Tardies: The zoom meeting will start promptly at 5:00pm.  You are encouraged to arrive 5 minutes early and the instructor will monitor the waiting room and admit you to the room as you arrive.
Make-up Classes: Missing class is discouraged. If you are absent check online through the Student Portal for future dates and sign up for the exact session that you missed. 
Breaks: A total of approximately 15 minutes of break time is given at the teacher’s discretion. Students should remain in or around the classroom.

Behavior: Students are expected to be respectful of the AAA facility, employees, guests, instructors and other students. The rules and expectations of AAA will be followed. The instructor reserves the right to remove a student from class for non-compliance.  You are expected to be engaged and activity participating during our online course.
Assignments: During classes you will be given assignments along with class time for completion. It is expected that you will make good use of this time and participate fully in all classroom activities. Additionally, assignments will be assigned for completion outside of class. Due dates are at the discretion of the instructor.
Quizzes /Tests:  Each unit contains a quiz and on Day 10 a comprehensive review and practice test.
Personal Electronics:  Please make sure your phones, TV’s, gaming systems, ect are turned off and not a distraction.  Keep your computer charged.  If you get kicked out the meeting, rejoin and the instructor will admit you back in.
