Right of WayTo be granted ROW,  you must be driving in a lawful manner.
ROW 
Prevents & Resolves Conflict

Whoever has the last clear chance to avoid a collision must do so.

A driver has 
not given 
ROW if they 
force another 
driver to slow or wait.





1. At 4-way controlled or uncontrolled intersections, first vehicle to reach intersection has ROW.

2. At 4-way controlled or uncontrolled intersections, when vehicles arrive at the same time the vehicle to right has ROW.

3. Vehicles always yield to pedestrians whenever they are present – whether legally or illegally.

4. Vehicles turning left always yield to oncoming traffic unless they have a left green arrow (which provides protection).

5. Vehicle behind yields to the vehicle ahead.

6. When entering or crossing a through street, vehicles must yield.

7. [bookmark: _GoBack]When leaving a private drive or parking lot, a vehicle must stop, then yield.

8. When entering a round-about, vehicles must yield.

9. Vehicles may not enter an intersection unless they can reasonably clear the intersection (except when making a left turns at a light without a protected green arrow).

10. Vehicles yield to: 
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· Emergency Vehicles
· School Buses 
· Snow Plows 
· Highway Maintenance Vehicles
· Transit or Metro Mobility buses using blinkers to change lanes or pull away from a curb
· Marked funeral procession
